SHOW-AND-TELL - We will have Show-and-Tell on Fridays, starting September 3. The 

children may bring what they like. One suggestion is to bring something that starts with our 

letter of the week. The things the children bring will stay in their book bags until we are 

ready for Show-and-Tell which is usually at the end of our class time together. 

 

HELPERS AND MESSAGE BOARD PERSON - Every time the children come to class, we 

will have one child be our helper and one child will be our message board person. The helper 

gets to hold the door when necessary, helps pour the drinks and holds our flag when we 

pledge, etc. Our message board person gets to put a “message” on our erasable board; at Circle 

Time the “message” picture is shown and explained to the class. The children will learn to 

check the back bulletin board to see if it’s their turn to be either message board person or 

helper. This is done on a rotational basis.
